Two precincts in our Town will benefit from the HDB's new
Neighbourhood Renewal Programme (NRP). And the residents in those
precincts will be consulted on what the upgrades should be!

t the National Day rally last year, Prime
Minister Lee Hsien Loong said that it was
time to upgrade our upgrading programmes —
and time to rejuvenate some of our middle-aged
New Towns. He mentioned Jurong and Bukit
Batok. Now the announcements have been
made, it's official: Blocks 111 to 118 and 120 to
126 in Bukit Batok have been selected for one of
the very first NRPs.
Flats built up to 1989 which have
not undergone MUP, IUP or IUP
Plus are eligible for the
NRP. Fully funded by
the Government, the
programme is like
the former IUP but it

involves a bigger area and gives residents a
better chance to say what they want.

The larger scale makes more and better
facilities possible. You can still have the BBQ
pits, community gardens, covered walkways,
drop-off points and pebble footpaths that were
popular choices for an IUP. But with an NRP,
more choices are available to you.

A street soccer court, a skating park,
cycling paths and even a jogging track can
be considered during an NRP if there is space,
because the benefits will be shared by two or
more precincts.

It will be up to you to make your suggestions
during the planning stage. The NRP will be
planned and implemented by the Town Council
who will give you plenty of opportunity to make
suggestions and voice your opinions — and hear
those of your neighbours!

If your block is not included in this NRP,
remember, there are many selection criteria
besides the age of your block. For example,
precincts that show strong community spirit have
a better chance of being selected for an NRP!
