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"We have a real car 
parking problem. I think 
we should make the car 
parks private, for residents 
only. Everything else is 
good. We have fitness 
corners and BBQ pits. 
Covered walkways between 
the bus stop and the 
house – you never need an 

umbrella. We should be content. We're all very 
fortunate in Singapore: security is good and the 
government is superclean!"

"What I'd like to see is some 
real exercise equipment. 
Sit-up bars. Chin-up bars. 
And a small running track 
would be good. And it 
would be nice to have a 
small shopping centre in 
the area."

"Here in Bukit Batok we 
have a big swimming pool 
and a stadium. I would 
like to see them build a 
small racing course for 
model cars. And they say 
it's good for the elderly to 
play mahjong, so I would 
like to see them set up air-
conditioned rooms on the 

void decks, with mahjong tables and chairs. A 
cool, convenient place for the elderly to play a 
game and have a chat with their neighbours. 
And in my precinct we need more covered 
linkways and some pick-up points."

"I'm quite content. There's a 
playground near my block. 
Basketball and badminton 
courts. There are sheltered 
walkways between the 
blocks and all the way to 
the bus stop. And there 
are several schools nearby. 
I think it's perfect. My 
surroundings are just fine 
as they are!" 

Mdm Jane Choy

"I would really like to 
have some shops in our 
neighbourhood. You 
have to walk more than a 
kilometre to get to the wet 
market or shopping centre. 
That's difficult for the 
elderly. I would also like to 
have piped gas installed 
in our blocks – bottled gas 
is so inconvenient. And if 

there's any money left over, I'd like to have a 
jogging track."

"I think we need more 
dustbins. We don't have 
enough and that gives 
people an excuse to litter. 
And more exercise facilities 
would be good. A jogging 
track with stations to do 
push-ups and pull-ups and 
other exercises would be 
nice."

Mr Simon Chia

"I would like them to build a "Multi-Purpose 
Space". This would be a large space with 
seating for about 200. Something like the 
amphitheatres that have been built in some 
neighbourhoods. And the multi-purpose 
halls. Any group or club could hold their 
events there, without the crammed feeling 
you get if you hold a big event at a void 
deck. But this Multi Purpose Space could be 
engineered and built to be entertaining for 
skateboarders too. And BMX bikers. And 
soccer players. It would be tough! It would be 
genuinely multi-purpose."

"I've noticed students move in groups. They 
come out of school and they break up into 
groups to talk and walk together. They do 
everything in small groups. They study together. 
But all the "Study Corners" built for them during 
upgrades are single tables with single chairs. 
So they go to the library! In an NRP I'd like to 
see them build corners with tables and chairs 
where students can sit and talk, eat, study, 
hang out, do whatever they like. It would have 
to be planned to handle the noise they'll make 
sometimes. But if it's enclosed, there must be 
no charge for entry. Students don't have the 
money!"

"We've had a car park renovation and LUP. 
Other than these improvements I'd like to see 
the drains around the blocks improved... and 
the blocks repainted. I jog, so a jogging track 
would be good. It would be especially good if 
it connected my neighbourhood to the nearest 
park connector. Then I could run from my flat 
to the park, around the park and back home, 
without going on roads or sidewalks.”
